Welcome back to the final stretch of the academic year! This Summer term is packed full of activities from Sports Days and end of year trips, to waving goodbye to our Year 6 students as they prepare for their next adventure in secondary school. We have lots to look forward to over the next few months.

This term we will be exploring the question ‘How can we apply our knowledge and skills to create ideas and products to become enterprising and creative contributors?’.
Pupils will work in teams with a £10 start up loan to create products to sell and make profit. They will then decide who or what the profit will go to. Some examples could include directing the money to the PTA, back into their project, charity etc. Pupils will need to undertake market research, design and create products with testing and prototypes, build a brand within their team, advertise and sell making with the aim of making a profit.
Numeracy
Numeracy skills will be incorporated throughout the pupils’ lessons as well as their daily maths sessions every morning. In maths we will start by recapping place value and sequencing integers, decimals and fractions.
Literacy – Reading and Spelling Practise at home with an adult
During the course of the week, we ask that children read at least three times (of about 10-20 minutes depending on their age and ability). Please ask for more details if you are unsure, or if you require any more information on your child’s reading. Pupils may bring a book home from school or read ones of their choice. Children will be asked to show this evidence on a Monday morning with an adult having signed their red reading records. Pupils will receive a reward if they can show evidence they have been reading at home. 
There will be no spelling tests in school this term. Pupils will still have specific spelling lessons and words to practise in class. If you’d like to continue with spelling practice at home please let me know.
THURS: PE and Forest Schools
PE will begin for years 3, 4, 5, and 6 on Thursday 16th April. We will be starting with Tennis, then progressing onto Sports Day preparations.

Uniform and PE Kits
Please remember to write names in school jumpers/cardigans etc as this helps ensure looking after uniform. Children need to wear appropriate PE kits: white t-shirt and navy/black shorts/leggings. 

Snack
Pupils can either bring in their own piece of fruit/veg or choose not to eat snack. We follow Wrexham County’s policy of fruit/veg only at snack and appreciate your support with this. Please provide your child with a drink for the day.
